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Annalisa Winberg and Roy Stevens are married international opera singers. They have
performed professionally in 22 countries and on 5 of 7 continents. For several years, in
between international travels, they have also performed their acclaimed AmazingVox
School Residencies across the country in hundreds of schools, for tens of thousands of
young people: Elementary, Middle and High Schools, Continuation High schools, Juvenile
Hall Schools; large & urban, small & rural, public and private.

They have a special gift for communicating with, planting seeds of educational interest in
and entertaining young people.

Many adults assume that “opera singers” will be dull, boring, fat and annoying; that
today’s young people will be uninterested.
